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PUBLIC-PRIVATE PARTNERSHIP IN DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION
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Summary. The study examines the role of public-private partnership in the digital transformation
of Ukraine’s economy under martial law and limited financial resources. Public-private partnership
is analyzed as a strategic instrument for modernizing public administration by combining the
financial, intellectual, and technological capacities of the public and private sectors. The paper
explores the international experience of the OECD, World Bank, UNDP, and the European
Commission, emphasizing that state-business cooperation drives investment and accelerates
digital innovation. Examples of European SmartCities projects (Copenhagen, Amsterdam,
Barcelona) illustrate the effectiveness of public-private partnership in energy, transport, and utilities
management. The paper highlights the regulatory framework of digital initiatives, particularly the
EU Al Act, which establishes safety, transparency, and ethical standards for artificial intelligence
applications. It is shown that Ukraine aligns its legal framework with EU standards to harmonize
its digitalization policy. Projects such as Diia, GovTech, and Diia.City are presented as successful
models that foster digital ecosystems, startup development, and improved governance efficiency. It
is concluded that the advancement of public-private partnership is a crucial condition for
sustainable digital development and Ukraine’s post-war economic recovery.
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
